Elementary Mathematics:  Basic Facts Implementation Plan

	Kindergarten

	· Students will add and subtract numbers 0 – 10.
· Students will choose an operation to solve given problems.



	First Grade
	· Students will recall basic addition and subtraction facts with sums and differences through 20 or less.

· Students will add or subtract three one-digit numbers horizontally and vertically to 100.
· Students will identify basic fractions to ¼.


	Second Grade


	· Students will recall from memory addition and subtraction fact families through 100.
· Students will add or subtract three two-digit numbers horizontally and vertically to 100.
· Students will find unknowns in number sentences and problems involving addition, subtraction, and multiplication
· Students will multiply whole numbers 0 – 5.



	Third Grade
	· Students will recall from memory and in and out of sequence multiplication and division facts through 10 x 10.
· Students will compute multiplication and division problems that involve multiples of ten.
· Students will multiply 1, 2, and 3 digit numbers by a 1 digit number with and without regrouping.
· Students will divide 1, 2, and 3 digit numbers with and without remainders.
· Students will compare fractions using =,<, and >

· Students will add and subtract fractions with like denominators.


	Fourth Grade
	· Students will solve problems using whole number multi-digit multiplication
· Students will multiply and divide multi-digit numbers by 2 and 3 digits with and without regrouping.

· Students will add and subtract proper fractions with like and unlike denominators
· Students will add and subtract decimals through hundredths.

· Students will find an unknown quantity in simple equations using whole numbers, fractions, decimals, and mixed numbers.

	Fifth Grade


	· Students will solve addition and subtraction problems involving both fractions and decimals.

· Students will add and subtract proper and improper fractions as well as mixed numbers.

· Students will solve problems involving the division of 2 and 3 digit whole numbers by one and two digit whole numbers.

	Sixth Grade
	· Students will add, subtract, multiply, and divide whole numbers, decimals, fractions, and integers.
· Students will interpret and compute percents.
