Introductory procedures: 

Day One:

Read and discuss the book,  Whose Bottom Is This?  By Wayne Lynch.  Have students predict on every page which animal’s bottom is shown in the picture.


Discuss how all do all parts of an animal/person work together.
Ex.  What could a dog do with his teeth?  What would an elephant do with her trunk?  How do you use your hands?
Play computer game (either whole group or in lab) from this site:

Have students cut apart animal pictures from magazines to use as puzzles.  Students can make his/her own, or the teacher can cut these apart for puzzles.  Let students take turns working each other’s puzzles.
Day Two:

Read and discuss Whose Nose Is This by Wayne Lynch.  Have students predict on every page whose bottom is shown in the picture.
Teacher and students bring animal parts such as:  shark’s teeth, rabbit’s foot, cat or dog hair, fur, feathers, insects (or wings of an insect).

Examine animal parts.  Have students choose a part to study.  Then have students use the “Animal Parts” worksheet below to draw the animal the part came from.  Next have students draw just the part.  Then students can examine the body part under a microscope or magnifier and illustrate.  Afterwards have students share drawings and conclusions with class.

Day Three:

Read/discuss the book Body Parts by Bev Schumacher and Parts by Tedd Arnold.
Have students bring in people parts such as fingernail clippings, teeth, hair, and eyelashes
Worksheet comparing whole animal, just body part, body part magnified.

Day Four:

Have students share “Animal Parts” and “People Parts” worksheets.  Discuss results.  Reiterate the purpose of magnifiers and microscopes.
Give “Animal/People Parts Quiz”.

Materials or media:
Various animals parts such as shark’s teeth,  rabbit’s foot, car or dog hair, fur, feathers, insects (or insect part such as a wing).

Various people parts such as hair, fingernail clippings, lost teeth.

Microscopes and/or magnifiers, computer (with internet access), paper, “Animal Parts”, “People Parts” and “Animal/People Parts Quiz” worksheet (below).
