Procedure

1. Carefully and correctly carry your microscope to you table. Uncover it and plug it in.

2. Obtain a blank slide and a cover slip. 

3. Using a pipet, place 1 drop of lake water onto your slide. 

4. Carefully place the cover slip over the water. 

5. Place the slide on your microscope stage. (Remember to start with the lowest power objective!)

6. Search for any protists in the water. Move the slide around and change your focus to help you find something. 

7. When you find a protist, focus on it. Draw the protist in the data table. Make sure to include the magnification at which you are viewing the protist. Once you have drawn the protist, try to identify it. Some protests are very fast. Do not get discouraged!
8. Repeat this process until you have filled the data table.
