	Desired Results

	Established Goal(s)/Target(s)—

Students will understand what specific characteristics define an urban (city) community



	Standard 1:

Pre-Assessment;

Students will be given a pre-assessment to check for knowledge of communities. This is an assessment for the whole unit of study.  A similar assessment will be given at the end of the unit (the teacher may want to give this assessment the day before introducing the unit).
