Flip It! (2.0)
Materials:
· One large shower curtain or old sheet

Description:

This activity will encourage a lot of team work, cooperation and, of course, communication. The group will work together to complete the task presented to them.

Step-by-Step:
1. Tell participants: Standard 2.0 Communication, requires the students to communicate with people around them to accomplish a task. Here are a few more activities you can implement in your classroom to encourage communication. Many of the activities I will share with you came from a fabulous book titled Team Building Activities For Every Group by Alanna Jones.

2. Lay a shower curtain on the floor.
3. Instruct the whole group to stand on the curtain while leaving about a quarter of it empty. 

4. Once the group is standing on the tarp, challenge them to completely flip it over so that everyone is standing on the other side of the tarp. 

5. At no time may anyone get off of the tarp or touch the ground during this activity!

Extension:

Set the timer for a limited time.

Tell the participants that now it is time for a “Give Away.” Draw a name and give away the book Team Building Activities.
