Hot Topics (7.0)

GLE 0101.7.2 Recognize the ability of media to inform, persuade, and entertain.
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Materials:
· Duck for President book 
· Bag with “Hot Topics” inside

· Large white construction paper to make posters on 

· Headings (inform, persuade, entertain)

Step-by-Step Directions:

1. Explain that with the presidential election soon approaching that you have chosen the book Duck for President to share today.  Ask the group to be watching for types of media.

2. After reading the book, have the group discuss the types of media used during Duck’s run for president.  (newspaper, TV, posters)

3. Bring out cards with “inform, persuade, and entertain” on them.  Tape them to the wall.

4. Discuss if the media from the book was trying to inform, to persuade, or to entertain.

5. Then, show the group the “Hot Topics” bag with headlines and pictures inside.

6. Group participants into small groups (or use table groups).

7. Have a participant from each group draw a headline or picture from the “Hot Topics Bag.” 

8. Hand out large construction paper.

9. Have the groups create a poster (visual medium) to respond to their media (the “hot topic” from the bag).

Give the groups about 15 minutes to create their poster.

10. Each group will share their poster (visual medium).  Then they will place their poster under the correct heading (to inform, to persuade, to entertain) in front of the room.

Tell the participants that now it is time for a “Give Away.” Draw a name and give away the book Duck for President.
