Mystery Bags (5.0)
Materials:
· Lunch bags with inference cards inside

· Highlighters or markers

Description:

Through the use of clues inside bags, participants will infer information by using words in the story and their own knowledge.

Step By Step:

1. Give each participant a bag and access to markers. 

2. Instruct each group to remove their clue card from the bag. 

3. On one side of the bag, have participants draw a picture showing the answer to the question. 

4. Highlight on the clue card the words that help them infer. 

5. On the other side of the paper bag, draw a large head. 

6. Inside the head, write your own personal knowledge that helped you to infer.
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NOTE: The book The Snowy Day by Ezra Jack Keats is a great book for inferring. Google this title + inference and many sites will come up. 	Description of Activity:

1. Cut apart 16 activity card and put into paper lunch bags.  

2. Students choose a bag and pull out card inside.

3. Read and draw a picture on the front of the bag to show what they logically concluded from reading card.

4. Students highlight inference words on the card that helped them choose a logical answer.

5. On the opposite side of the bag, write what you know that helped to infer the answer.
