	Assessment Activity Title:  A Slice of Research



	Description of Activity:
1. Have students select topics based on a unit of study in science or social studies.

2. Provide students with a copy of the pizza pattern.
3. Have them write a source they will use on each separate slice of mushroom on their pizza (sources might include interview, internet, television, periodicals, non-fiction text).

4. On each corresponding pepperoni slice, have them write a detail or fact they have learned from that source.
5. On the crust of the pizza, write the topic to which the fact or detail would apply.
