Punctuation Marks for Sale! (1.0)
Materials:

· Concession stand worker costume

· Laminated punctuation marks

Description:

This is a fun way to review punctuation marks through dramatic play. The students will “buy” the correct punctuation mark from the concession stand worker.

Step-by-Step:

One child will be the concession stand worker. Dress that child in a special hat and he will carry a snack box filled with punctuation marks. The snack box will be a box with a rope attached that will hang down from the neck of the worker. As you introduce a new punctuation mark, add that mark to the snack box. When reading an interactive chart, someone can buy the needed punctuation mark from the concession worker to complete the sentence.

3. The concession stand worker will select a customer that will find the correct punctuation mark to complete the sentence. 

4. The customer will “buy” the punctuation mark that completes the sentence.

5. The group will evaluate the completed sentence.
