Materials:
· 3 film canisters

· Labels- Setting (Where?), Action (What?), Characters (Who?)

· craft stick

Pre-make the story stick by hot gluing 3 film canisters to a craft stick. Attach labels to the canisters and fill each canister with the appropriate material.

Description:

The students will build their own story using the story stick. 

Step-by-Step:

1. Pick a word from each canister.

2. Use the three selected words to write your own story.

3. Retell the story to a partner.

4. The partner must identify where the story took place, who was in the story, and what happen in the story.

5. Both partners will look back at the original strips selected from the canisters to see if the partner was right in identifying the parts of the story.
