Who Has the Right Card? (1.0)

Materials:

Set of cards “I Have, Who Has” cards (in the kit)

Description:
“I Have, Who Has” is a fun approach to reviewing antonyms, synonyms, homonyms, etc. while improving listening skills. It can be used at any grade level.

Step-by-Step:

1. Remind participants that there are other ways to review previously learned reading skills besides a worksheet. “I Have, Who Has” is a strategy that engages the students in learning with a fun and competitive game. It also reinforces listening skills as other students become impatient when the game slows down.

2. Pass out the cards from the kit. Explain the rules of the game. There are no winners or losers; we just want to see how quickly we can complete the game.

3. Allow participants to play the game.

4. At the conclusion of the game, discuss other ways this game can be used in the classroom. Explain to the participants that if they time the game, they can post it in the classroom. The next time they play the game, the students can try to beat their previous time. Competition always engages students!

	Assessment Activity Title:  Who Has the Right Card?


	Description of Activity:
1. Distribute the cards so that each student has at least one card.
2. Set up activity by discussing antonyms, synonyms and homonyms with your students.
3. Ask students to sit in a circle, review their cards, and listen carefully during the game.
4. The student with the first card will read the clue.
5. The student with the answer will read the answer and will then read the clue at the bottom of the card.
6. The game will continue until the last card is read.
