Lesson Plan for Teaching Fact and Opinion (Comprehension Skill)

0201.5.1 Distinguish between fact and opinion.
Objectives:

   The students will tell what a fact is and what an opinion is.

   The student will tell whether a sentence is a fact or an opinion.

   The student will write a statement of fact and a statement of opinion.

Materials:

   Pretest, posttest, Introductory PowerPoint, worksheets (with separate 

   answer sheets), any book that uses a combination of facts and opinions 

   (The Little House books are a good set to choose from)

Vocabulary:

   fact

   opinion

To develop background:

   Read part of one of the Little House books that includes Laura’s opinions. 
Lesson:  (not to be completed in one day!)
1. Begin the skill by administering the short pretest without any prior instructions.

2. Show the PowerPoint presentation on Fact and Opinion.   This will introduce the skill and allow for some practice as a group.  

3. Play the Fact and Opinion Game.  Students will pick a sentence from a container.  The person decides if it is a fact or opinion.  Then his team can agree or disagree and have a brief discussion.  When they ALL decide on what they think is the correct answer, the teacher will let them know the correct answer.  If the team is right, they get a point.  If not, no point.  Then the second team has their chance.  Play goes back and forth.
4. Pass out Activity Sheet 1.  Together, decide on whether the sentences are fact or opinion.    Enter this info on the Graphic Organizer.

5. Pass out Activity Sheet 2 for Fact and Opinion.
6. Go over any mistakes and work individually or in small groups with those still having problems.
7. Redo the Graphic Organizer using examples from the Little House story that was read
8. Give the posttest.
