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DAILY ACTIVITIES
Day 1

Introduce the class to the Renaissance by arranging students into groups of four and, as groups, having them answer the following questions and prompts:


Assemble a list of the top 5 significant people from approximately 1900 to 2011.


In the world



In the United States


Identify at least 5 of the most important inventions that would define this time 
period.

Analyze the list and narrow it down.


Select or create a word that would be a good title for this modern time period that 
you think would describe all of the info you listed.

Compile all of the titles on the board and have groups defend their choices and 
titles. (Formative Assessment)


What do you think people a hundred years from now will call this time period?


Do you think our titles are good descriptors of this time period?
Questions at the end of the slides should be answered in these student groups (the groups will remain the same for the entirety of this unit), answers compiled on the board, and then discussed as a class.  Each group should designate a scribe and a speaker.

Teacher should be moving around and monitoring student activity.

Explain to students that time periods are given titles, but that the Renaissance, the Middle Ages, or any other era in history does not stop or end on a specific date, that one period gradually leads into another.

Start the Renaissance Power Point (PP)).
Students are to take notes from the PP to keep in the new section of their notebooks titled The Renaissance while the teacher explains the material, answers student questions, and monitors student note taking.  (Students should have notebooks with completed sections on The Anglo-Saxon Period and The Middle Ages.  Also, students have been previously instructed and have previously practiced proper note taking strategies from lectures and PPs.)  
Complete slides 1 through 5 of the PP.

   Students should explain in writing the quote “Knowledge Is Power” for their


   notebooks and defend their explanations.  (Formative Assessment)

   groups: What is a human being?  What is a good life?  How do I lead a good 
 
   life?  Have the speakers of the groups list their groups’ answers on the board 

   and defend their choices.
Slide 5 – Humanism, cont. 


   Students should write an evaluation of the quote that education is to teach 
 
   students to “perform justly, skillfully, and magnanimously all the offices both 
 
   private and public, of peace and war” in their notebooks.  (Formative 
 
 
   Assessment)
Wrap up by having students answer the following questions in their notebooks, creating:


What person from the 21st century would you consider a Renaissance person?


Why would you consider this person a Renaissance person? (Formative 
Assessment)
Day 2

Have students continue to take notes in their notebooks from the PP.
Ask students to recall 3 facts about what makes a Renaissance person and what defines Humanism. (Formative Assessment)
Continue on with notes from the PP or FC, monitoring student note taking, explaining the information, and asking questions.

Complete slides 6 through 10 today.

     Have students write in their notebooks their responses to this prompt –

Wrap up by asking students to explain why the printing press was such an important invention.

Pass around photos of my trips to Europe.  These pictures have each renaissance elements labeled and highlighted.  Answer questions the students have about the pictures.

Day 3
Have students continue to take notes in their notebooks from the PP or FC.

Ask students to discuss or judge Henry VIII’s marital issues and discuss how they think his lifestyle would be received by today’s people.

Complete slides 11 through 14 today.

Continue on with notes from the PP, monitoring student note taking, explaining the information, and asking questions.

     Have students write in their notebooks discussing their opinions and 

 
     agreement or disagreement to the following quote by Queen Elizabeth, “To be   
     a king and wear a crown is more glorious to them that see it than it is pleasure

Have students free write in their notebooks about the Renaissance.  Guide them with prompts or questions like:


Could a single ruler like James VI ruin an entire country?


Was Queen Elizabeth justified in assassinating Mary Stuart, Queen of Scots?


Do you think that maybe King James VI had any influence in how the Bible was 
translated or what it said? 

Ask students if they have any questions.

Administer the oral check test over the Renaissance. (Summative Assessment)Students should use their own paper.
Day 4

Remind the students that we are studying the Renaissance and that we are going to view a movie about the greatest ruler England has ever had, which is _________________?
Pass out the study guide for the movie Elizabeth, directed by Shekhar Kapur and starring Cate Blanchett.
Remind students that viewing is also a learning experience and that they are responsible for the material covered in the film.  Continue monitoring student participation and work during the film.

Play approximately 1 hour of the movie and use the last part of class to summarize the movie and answer any questions the students may have.
Day 5
Remind students that we are studying the Renaissance and that we are going to finish Elizabeth the movie.
Ask them to summarize what we watched yesterday and have them explain where we left off yesterday in the movie.

Students are to still be working on their study guides.
Again remind students that viewing is also a learning experience and that they are responsible for the material covered in the film.  Continue monitoring student participation and work during the film.
The last part of class should be spent going over the movie, allowing students to complete their study guides, and answering questions.

Have students turn in their study guides, not for grades, but for checking for understanding by the teacher.  (Formative Assessment)
Day 6
Ask students to outline the main elements of plot from the movie, Elizabeth, while in their groups.  Have the speakers of each group describe the elements of plot to the class, each speaker adding or removing elements from the previous groups’.
Complete slides15 through 18 today.

Continue on with notes from the PP or FC, monitoring student note taking, explaining the information, and asking questions.

     In groups, describe some of today’s fashion, including some of messages 


     found on t-shirts.  In the future, what will historians say our fashion says about 


     us today?  What do our fashions say about America today?  Discuss and 


     defend your choices with the class.

Slide 18 – Historical Connections

Explain that these slides are to give them some topics to consider when starting their research papers at the end of the 9 weeks.

Pass out and explain the Requirements for Visuals and Presentations (Summative Assessment) to students and answer any questions they may have.

Tell students that tomorrow we will review for the Renaissance Unit Test.  (Summative Assessment)
Day 7

Go over the unit test with the class while the students take notes (these notes are required to be in their notebooks) (Formative Assessment) and ask questions.  
Tell the students that tomorrow we will be researching and working on their presentations.  Also, the unit test will be the day after tomorrow and that they can bring questions in for discussion tomorrow to better prepare them for their unit test.

Day 8
Students may work on computers, library, writing labs, or achievement center (previously arranged by the teacher).  Teacher monitors student work, gives direction, and answers questions.

Spend the last few minutes of class answering questions and working out any difficulties students have with the assignment or unit test.

Day 9

Have students get into their testing positions (the students have been assigned testing seats at the beginning of the year).

Make sure students have paper and pen and then answer any questions students may have.

Students should take test on their own paper.  It should take the entire period.
While the students are testing, monitor student work and check the Quick Write sections of their notebooks (students should be accustomed to having their notebooks out on their desks for the teacher to review).  (Formative Assessment)
Make any notes for any student that may be having difficulty.

Day 10

Allow students to finish their tests.

Other students may be working on their visuals.

Monitor class work and answer questions.

During the last half of class, introduce students to the next unit of study, Sonnets of the Renaissance. 

Have students start writing and thinking about what the historical context of a time period has to do with the literature in the Quick Write sections of their notebooks.
