Compound Sentences

· 0401.1.15 Combine simple sentences into compound sentences.
This is a lesson that can be used in combining simple sentences into compound sentences.
Definition of compound sentences:  When you make a compound sentence you are joining two or more simple sentences together with a conjunction and a comma.  If you took the conjunction away, the sentences would be complete and they would still make sense.
*Present students with examples of simple sentences and show them how to combine into compound sentences.  Example:

Sentence 1: I like to ride my bike everywhere.

Sentence 2: I like to ride on smooth pavement best.

Sentence 3: I like to ride my bike everywhere, but I like to ride on smooth pavement best.
*Teacher says:  Here we have some sentences.  How would you compare the first two sentences to the third sentence?  Elaborate on how we took the first two sentences and made one sentence.  What can you say about how we did that?

Example two:
Sentence 1: Caitlyn wants to be a lawyer.

Sentence 2: Samantha plans on being a TV star.
Sentence 3: Caitlyn wants to be a lawyer, and Samantha plans on being a TV star.

*What did you observe happening when we combined these sentences?

How can you describe how we combined them?  So, what actions would we need to take in order to combine two simple sentences to make a compound sentence?

Teacher gives two more simple sentence examples. 

How would you demonstrate how to make these two sentences into a compound sentence? (Have students make a compound sentence on white boards)

*If successful then –Have them make a compound sentence with no prompting simple sentences.
What would be the pros and cons of simple sentences versus compound sentences?
