· Title and author listed (title should be appropriately punctuated and both should be  appropriately capitalized)

Summary of Story

· 1 paragraph, written or typed

· Include only the most important information
1-2 pages illustrating each of the following elements of short stories.  
· Plot line

· Major actions/conflicts should be represented neatly on a plot line
· Include author’s point of view (1st person, 3rd person limited, 3rd person omniscient)
· Conflict and resolution

· Give examples of both internal conflict and external conflict in the story
· Tell how the conflicts were resolved
· Identify the MAIN conflict
· Imagery

· Identify 4 examples in the story that create vivid images
· Characterization

· Make a judgment about your character based on 
· What he/she says
· What he/she does
· What he/she thinks
· What others say or think about him/her
· Theme

· What is the message that the author wants you to understand with this story?
· What evidence from the story supports what you believe is the theme?
· Foreshadowing/Flashback/Irony

· Identify clues that foreshadow later events in the story
· Identify examples of flashback
· Identify an element of surprise (irony)—something that was unexpected—in the story 
· Culture/Time Period and Dialect
· What inferences can you make about the culture and/or time period of this story?
· Support inferences with details from the story
· If your story contains dialect, what effect does it have?  Why do you think the author uses it?
