Instruction:  Teacher should write names of place values on each line of the chart paper to hundred millions.  Then turn paper sideways and draw lines using the yardstick.  This will help students keep digits in the proper place value.  Students should draw the same diagram in their Math Journal and label the page Place Value. After students have finished drawing the place value chart in their math journal, read aloud these numbers and have students write them in the corresponding columns. Teacher should write numbers on chart paper after students have written in math journal. Students should check their work.
