	Understanding (s):

Students will understand how to measure to the nearest inch.
Students will understand how to read an inch ruler.
Students will understand how to draw lines using an inch ruler.
Students will be able to identify each inch as a part of a whole.



	Essential Question (s):

How long is an inch?  How do we use a ruler to measure? Why is it important to know how to use a ruler? What items do we sometimes need to measure? What is the abbreviation for inch?
When measuring how do we position the ruler to get an accurate measurement?

	Learning Plan

	Learning Activities:

Before teaching the lesson, the teacher will read How Big is a Foot by Rolf Myller.  The book is very easy and it is a great way to explain to students why we have units of measure that are universal.
Students will preview slides 1-12  Measurement PowerPoint,
Students will be asked to measure lines to the nearest inch using “inchruler2” (the top ruler is recommended for use because it only has lines for full inches. It will be less confusing for students if lines are added throughout the unit as skills are introduced.  However the bottom ruler can be used if desired by the teacher).
Students will be asked to draw lines for a specific length using “inchruler2”.
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The teacher will observe students as they work to check for comprehension and provided needed assistance.
The teacher will close the lesson by asking “essential questions” to check for comprehension.
