1. Draw a simple wave and label the wave with the following terms: Wavelength, Crest, Trough,  Amplitude and Frequency *You may use your book, definitions, internet, etc.

1. In the gray box click: click the red line so that a red dot appears in the first “frequency” line. Next, click the red “Amplitude” line so that a dot appears in the 2nd amplitude line. Press green “GO” and draw the wave that you see appear in the graph.







2. Next, click the red “Amplitude” line so that a red dot appears in the 3rd section of the Amplitude line. Click the green “GO” button again. Draw the new graph that appears.





3. Click the red Amplitude line so that the red dot appears in the 4th section of the Amplitude line. Click “GO” button.  Draw the new graph that appears.





4. Based on your graphs, what can you conclude about Amplitude of waves?
5. Now take the Amplitude all the way back down to the first red dot. Increase the Frequency to the second dot and press “GO”. Draw the graph that appears.






6. Increase the Frequency to the third dot and press “GO”. Draw the graph that appears.



7. Increase the Frequency to the 4th dot and press “GO”. Draw the new graph that appears.



8. Based on your graphs, what can you conclude about Frequency and waves?
9. Now, increase the Frequency and Amplitude to the highest setting and press “GO”. Draw the new graph that appears.
