What Makes an Object Fall?

Materials:

clay

pencil

science notebook

What to do:

Work together in a group.  Roll clay into different sized balls.  Each person should have one ball. 

Predict what will happen if you dropped the ball from the height of your waist.  Record your predictions in your science notebook.

Experiment. Hold the ball near your waist.  Drop the ball.  Observe what happens.  Record what happened in your science notebook.

Infer-What caused the ball to fall to the ground? (hint:  a force.)  What kind of force caused the ball to fall?  (hint: the pull of gravity caused the ball to fall.) Record this in your science notebook.
