How to Play Stoplight Vocab Review

1. Draw a stop light with three big circles: red, yellow and green

2. Shuffle your vocabulary cards to mix them up. Split the pile so that you and your partner have about equal stacks. 

3. Flip the cards over so that you can see the definition and not the word.

4. Have your partner hold up his/her first card so that you can read the definition.

5. Try to determine which vocabulary word it defines.

6. If you get it right, place the card on the green light of your stoplight. If you get it wrong, place it on the red light. If you are close, but don’t have it exactly right, or if you feel that a word needs more work, place it on the yellow light. 

7. Now, you should hold up a card for your partner so that he/she can try to guess the word.

8. Repeat back and forth until you have gone through all of your vocabulary cards. 

9. Then, shuffle the red and yellow cards together and start again, seeing which ones you can remember.

10. Repeat step 9 until you are able to guess the correct word for all cards and feel comfortable with each one.
