	Learning Plan

	Pre- Assessment:

Students will be asked specific questions to check their understanding of a rural community.  

Learning Activities:

Students will review the power-point on communities.

Students will be asked specific questions as a whole class to check for understanding of lesson’s objectives.

Students will review information form lesson 1 and 2 on urban (cities) and suburbs.

Students will be asked to compare a city, a suburb, and a rural community based on their knowledge gained from lesson 1, 2, and 3.

At the end of the lesson, the students will be asked to complete the web on rural communities.

Post Assessment/ Lesson 1:
